  Being separated from your 

horse, whether it is a result of a 

natural disaster or theft can be 

traumatic.  In any case, the best 

thing to do is to be prepared be-

fore the event.  There are several 

sources on the internet, including 

NetPosse.com, which have valu-

able advice and information on 

natural disaster and anti-theft 

planning and preparation before a 

negative event happens.  There 

are also numerous Web pages 

where you can post informa-

tion and pictures of your miss-

ing horse.  

 If you have already 

had your horse identified with 

the Alpha-Angle freeze mark, 

you have already completed 

one important step.  Not only 

does your horse have an indi-

vidual, permanent and unalter-

able mark, it also has a record

 Have a current contact 

number for your breed regis-

tries to let them know that 

your horse is missing.  Many 

times when someone finds a 

freeze marked horse, the reg-

istry is the first place that they 

notify.

see this stud when a palomino 
mare, worn out and used to her 
limit, lifted her head and looked 
at me. She had one bad eye 
leaking with puss, absolutely 
no fat on her, and couldn't hold 
her bottom lip shut.

 You not only need to 

have your horseôs information 

with you, but also a list of con-

tacts that you should notify.  

Time can be your worst enemy, 

as someone can travel through 

several states in only a few 

hours.  The top of the list will 

be your local law enforcement.  

However, you may have to edu-

cate them on the Alpha-Angle 

freeze mark and how to input 

the data into the NCIC 

(National Crime Information 

Center).  The form that explains 

this procedure is on the 

KKUSA LLC Web pages.  It 

would be beneficial to talk to 

your local law enforcement 

agency prior to an event and 

share with them information on 

the Alpha-Angle Freeze Mark 

of its individual characteristics in 

the KKUSA LLC database and 

hard file.  These records have 

also been forwarded to any breed 

registries the horse is registered 

with, as well as state livestock 

identification departments, if ap-

plicable.  Anytime the horse is 

sold, or information is updated, 

this information is also for-

warded to registries and state of-

fices.  Your information is avail-

able to you 24/7, either by con-

tacting KKUSA LLC main of-

fice, or the technician that identi-

fied your horse.  Be sure to keep 

KKUSA LLC contact informa-

tion and your horseôs information 

in an accessible place.  If you 

travel, have your information in 

your vehicle.  Horses have been

Equine Species Working Group 

 The concern over 

livestock identification and 

tracking has been ongoing 

since man began owning 

livestock.  In todayôs society, 

the movement of livestock 

nationally or internationally 

can impact the health of our 

citizens and  farm animals.  

However, when comparing 

tracking animal movement, 

animal identification for 

health concerns and identifi-

cation for recovery or theft 

prevention, it is like compar-

ing apples to oranges to 

pears.  When we add to the 

mix the differences between 

various farm species, again it 

will bring new obstacles to 

overcome. 

 So what is the answer 

when dealing with equines?  

The Equine Species Working 

Group was formed to review 

and evaluate the possible role 

of the National Animal Iden-

tification System (NAIS) 

within the Equine Industry.  

The USDA has now recog-

nized this task force as the 

Equine Species Working 

Group (ESWG).  It includes 

thirty-five representatives of 

the horse industry and animal 

health officials (a complete 

list can be found on the 

ESWG Members WebPage http:/

www.equinespeciesworkinggroup.com.

The 

only exception are the Wild Mustangs, which are managed under the Bureau of Land Manage-

ment.  However, BLM horseôs paperwork can be processed and entered into our database.
